A “Fish” intercept from 1943

This is an image of one of the very few surviving documents from Bletchley Park’s
massive code reaking operation. It is an example of the teleprinter code used by the
German High Command, dubbed “Fish” by the British. It was produced by a Lorenz
SZ42 cipher machine. The British built the Colossus computer specifically to crack Fish
messages.

The text in the middle of the page is tha actual intercept. It is full of gaps and garbled
characters, that would make decryption even more difficult. The information on the top
and sides tell when the message was received, and where the message was sent within
Bletchley Park.
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
